Brother Hill went on to win the F1

world driving championship in the
same year as this victory at Le Mans.

Brother Philip T. Hill Jr. (Delta-Eta '46)
joined the Chapter Celestial on August
28th 2008. He was born in Miami on April
20, 1927 and attended the University of
Southern California. Phil resided in Santa
Monica, California, and was 81 years of
age. Hill died from complication from
Parkinson’s disease and is survived by his
wife, Alma, son Derek, and two daughters,
Vanessa and Jennifer.

Phil Hill was the only American born
driver to ever win the Formula One World
Championship title. Throughout his racing
career which spanned from 1953 -1967 he
